About Make-A-Wish® Michigan

Make-A-Wish® Michigan grants the wishes of children with life-threatening medical conditions to enrich the human experience with hope, strength and joy

Since 1984, Make-A-Wish Michigan has granted more than 7,500 wishes. This year, our goal is to reach more than 400 kids - that’s a little more than one wish per day

While doctors provide the medicine, Make-A-Wish Michigan supplies the magical experience that provides a positive and life-changing experience. In fact, a recent Make-A-Wish® America survey found that 97 percent of parents said the wish experience strengthened their families

There are more than 400 medically eligible Michigan children dreaming, planning and awaiting their wishes, but in order to fulfill them, Make-A-Wish Michigan needs more than 500 active wish granting volunteers 

The average value of a Michigan wish is $8,000, and while each child’s wish is truly unique, the majority of wishes fall into one of four categories: I wish to go, I wish to meet, I wish to have or I wish to be

Nearly 80 percent of each dollar spent directly benefits the Michigan wish-granting program 

An eligible wish child must be referred between the ages of 2 ½ and 18 and live in Michigan. The child’s medical condition must be confirmed in writing by his or her primary care physician, and the child cannot have received a previous wish from any other wish-granting organization

Make-A-Wish Michigan is one of more than 60 chapters of the national organization, Make-A-Wish America. Make-A-Wish also has 36 international affiliates. Nearly 250,000 wishes have been granted worldwide

The 2013 Harris EquiTrend® annual poll of brand strength found that Make-A-Wish is now considered the No. 2 health nonprofit in America

Headquartered in Brighton with offices also in Detroit and Grand Rapids, Make-A-Wish Michigan serves families in all 83 counties in Michigan 
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Coordinate a softball, volleyball, soccer, basketball or flag football tournament:  Post flyers announcing the tournament. Specifically invite fraternities, sororities, dorms and other student organizations to participate.  Ask a local restaurant to donate refreshments or prizes for the winning team.  Charge an admission fee for each team.  You can also sell official tournament T-shirts.

Sell stars
Ask Make-A-Wish Michigan for stars that can be sold to students for $1 to $5.  Students then put their name on the star, and display it on a wall in your school.

Plan a car washLola’s Wish to go to Walt Disney World® Resort was adopted by the University of Michigan Chi Omega’s Wing Fling.


A school or group can work with local gas stations or retailers with big parking lots to plan a “Wash for Wishes” car wash. 

Sell candy grams
Students may purchase candy for another student and get a card to fill out with their own personal message. Other items to sell include flowers, cookies, locker signs, etc.

Host a marathon
Reserve a location, like your school track, gym or cafeteria to hold a jump rope-a-thon, dance-a-thon, walk-a-thon, or jog-a-thon. Participants can get their friends/family members to make pledges for each lap. The student who raises the most money wins a prize!






Hold a candy guessing game
Fill a large jar with candy. Have students pay to guess how many pieces are in the jar. The winner keeps the candy!

Have a penny war
Compete between clubs or organizations to see who can make the most money. On Monday students donate pennies, Tuesday nickels, Wednesday dimes, Thursday quarters, and on Friday students donate $1. 

Host a penny war 
Collect pledges based on the number of pins participants hope to knock down.  
If participants collect five cents per pin per sponsor and score 100, they'll collect a $5.00 donation per sponsor. The student who raises the most money wins a prize. Ask your local bowling alley to donate a few lanes for the event.  You can also charge a flat fee for each player to participate.

Plan a benefit concert or talent show
Invite local talents to perform in a benefit concert or talent show. Invite students, teachers, families, friends to watch the local talent in exchange for an admission fee.
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Give a Birthday/Holiday Donation
Instead of exchanging gifts at holiday parties, make donations to Make-A-Wish Michigan in honor of students and coworkers.


Plan a Halloween, End-of-Semester, Valentine’s Day, Mardis Gras, St. Patrick’s Day party for Make-A-Wish::  Ask each student to make a $3 or $5 donation at the door.
